
 

 

New in Version 2.4  
PROJECT in a box Version 2.4 was released at 
the end of January 2009 and provides major 
extensions to the PROJECT in a box capability. 

 
New Version 2.4 has three main themes: 
 
·  Browser version enhancements 
·  Email package support 
·  Report publishing capability 
 
As usual a number of minor 
improvements and enhancements have 
also been included.  The front page 
covers these themes briefly and the 
back provides a selection of screens. 
 
 
Browser Version Enhancements 
Enterprise Hub has been a popular addition to the 
PROJECT in a box range and a great tool for 
helping to communicate with the wider project 
team and environment.  We have extended these 
facilities for view only users and have added 
additional core interactive functionality for Manager 
and Team licence users. 
 
View only users retain their popular alphabetic 
document index, and search capability and get a 
new easier to use report library and team 
roles/contact details listing. 
 
Team or Manager Licence users get a full File 
Manager allowing them to navigate by process and 
work on project documents and files in a very 
similar way to the software client.  All permissions 
carry across and users can even check out from 
the browser client, say in a meeting room, and 
check back in later from their software client.  
Adding new files and links is supported as is email 
send capability (see next session).  This full File 
Management capability gives day to day project 
team members a real choice of using browser or 
software client and enables Mac and Linux users 
to work more closely. 
 
Manager licence users also have the ability to 
produce the key Project Dashboard and Project 
Report in real time for their own consumption or to 
Publish (see later) to share with others. 
 
The Enterprise Hub can be operated from a 
browser on PC, Mac, Linux or even smart phone 
so you can always be in touch. 
 
Finally a complete redesign of the interface gives 
you extended branding choices to help you blend 
into your corporate style and to integrate particular 
parts of the Hub into Sharepoint or EPM. 
 

Email package support 
The close integration PROJECT in a box has 
provided with Outlook has always been popular 
with the majority of our customers who use 
Outlook but for the minority who use Groupwise, 
Lotus Notes or another email solution such as 
Gmail this has reduced their effectiveness. 
 
Version 2.4 provides each user with a switch in 
their options to move to SMTP email.  In this mode 
users in the software client can continue to use the 
Communicate with other users form to manage 
their send lists but can now edit the Titles and 
message contents and PIAB will then create an 
email message and send it for them.  What’s more 
it will copy the email to their own inbox so they 
have a record of their sent message. 
 
When working in the Enterprise Hub all users have 
access to this method (as Outlook cannot be 
controlled to create a message with attached files 
etc from a browser application) so they can email 
content to other users.  Of course this also works 
when operating on the smart phone interface as 
the messages are sent from the server. 
 
Report Publishing capability 
Our standard project and portfolio reports are 
always popular and we know that users post them 
to websites to share or produce as word and PDF 
to send by email.  So with the increased emphasis 
on the Enterprise Hub as a communications 
interface we thought we would offer users a built in 
way to publish and share reports. 
 
Whenever a user creates a report they will be 
offered a publish link.  This will then enable them 
to select a project document to post the report in.  
The user may set up any number of documents in 
the “Reports-*” style in specialist products perhaps 
for different audiences or types of reports.  A 
Manager user can also access the Publish Report 
form directly and post any other file into this area 
including ppt, excel or pdf reports depending on 
the corporate preference. 
 
The Enterprise Hub then has a Report Viewer 
page which displays all the Reports style 
documents a user has permissions to view 
allowing for a single click to view the report. 
 
The PM can then use the normal tools of 
document permissions to control who sees which 
reports and Notifications to automatically have 
users notified when new reports are published into 
their area.  Of course as PIAB tracks who visits to 
view which reports this is a nicely joined up 
capability for the PM.
